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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the English Day Camp research was to compare the Mathematics Teacher Education
English Program students’ ability before and after participating in the English Day Camp. The research
samples were 17 students for the 2559 academic year: five first year students; four second year
students; and eight third year students. The English Day Camp was operated for 90 hours for 15 days for
six hours per day. The activities consisted of language games, songs, role-playing, a play, simulation,
group activity, and field trip.

The study process comprised of three aspects: 1) Beginning aspect was getting to know each other;
2) Middle aspect was hands on English fluency activities and 3) Last aspect was the creativity of the
integration of knowledge and skills activities.

The collecting data instruments were from three sources: 1) English Camp Activity Manual; 2) ELLIS
Placement Test and 3) English Communication Test. The data was analyzed by using Mean (i),
Standard Division and the t-test for Dependent Samples.

The research results have been demonstrated as follows:

1. Students who participated in English-Day Camp had gained abilitiesin vocabulary, grammar and
listening statistically significant at .01.
2. Students who participated- in English--Day Camp, had chigh ability to speak English for

Communication statistically significant at .01.
