ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to examine the efficiency of the developed English learning
activities based on the Directed Reading-Thinking Activity (DR-TA) to enhance students’ reading
comprehension ability for Mathayom Suksa 2 at the criteria of 75/75, 2) to find out and compare
students’ English achievements before and after learning through the developed English learning
activities, and 3) to compare attitudes towards the developed English learning activities. The samples
were 37 Mathayom Suksa 2/2 students, selected through Cluster Random Sampling technique, studying
at Mattayom Wanonniwat School in the second semester of 2015 academic year. The instruments used
for collecting data were lesson plans, English achievement test, and students’ attitudes towards learning
through the developed English learning activities. The statistics for data analysis were percentage,
mean, standard deviation and t-test (dependent samples).

The results were as follows: 1) The efficiency of the developed English learning activities based on
DR-TA was 79.05/78.74, which was higher than the targeted criterion at 75/75. 2) The participating
students had higher achievement scores after the intervention at a.significant level-of .01, compared
with that measured before the intervention. 3) The participating students had positive attitudes towards

the developed English learning activities at a-high level (x = 4.41).
