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ABSTRACT

The application of integrated experience management is always considered as a means of learning
implementation focusing on learner-centered approach to develop preschool children’s abilities in every
aspect. Contents taught to provide experiences for children at this level have to be consistent with the
children’s interests, expertise /skills and appropriateness.. ‘with the needs of certain communities. The
implementation of preschool education is emphasized.on preparing the “preparedness of the children to
further their studies in the next advanced steps.-The difference of-implementing education at this level
with other levels is that literacy is not focused on. The objective of this study was to develop the
personnel at the Center in their capacities of the child/caregivers to gain learning experiences with an
emphasis on learner-centered approach at the Center. The personnel mentioned were provided with
knowledge, understanding and dbilities in implementing the ‘integrated learning approach comprising 6
steps: setting of the topics to be taught, setting of learning objectives, setting of the sub-topics to be
taught, planning of learning procedures, learning.implementation and assessment, improvement and
development of learning processes. An action research employed was composed of 4  stages:
planning, action, observation and reflection. The target group consisted of the head of the Center’s child
caregivers as the researcher along with the 4 child caregivers who were considered as the co-
researchers representing the target group and informants as well. Tools used to collect data comprised
tests, an observation form, a form of interview, an evaluation form of experience application plan , an
observation form of experience implementation, a form of experience application evaluation and
minutes of meetings. Triangulation technique was applied to analyze data. To analyze quantitative
data, percentage and mean were used. Content Analysis was employed to analyze quadlitative data.
The presentation of qualitative data was in forms of a descriptive analysis.

The findings were as follows:

In terms of personnel development, the development of the child caregivers at the Center(
2005) in implementing the integrated experience management using strategies of workshops and

educational supervision through the invitation of resource persons and experts to provide knowledge on
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the integrated experience  management, in the first spiral, indicated that all of the personnel gained a
better understanding at a certain degree , could write experience implementation plans and apply the
integrated experience approach. However, some child caregivers were found that they faced a lack of
expertise in writing experience application plans and implementing experience plans in some steps as
well. The activities of supervision were implemented to encourage the co-researchers to give a helping
hand for one another with an assistance from the researcher. As a result,the child caregivers could
apply the knowledge gained to implement the integrated experience management step by step.
Moreover,the preschool children at the Center were happy in participating the activities provided. In
conclusion,the development of the child caregivers at the Center(2005) in Na Po- Khok Suwan
Community in managing the integrated learning approach revealed that the targeted personnel gained
a better knowledge and understanding toward the implementation of integrated experience
management. In addition,they could write the plans of experience implementation and apply the
operation of the better integrated experience management in the 5 steps  mentioned.
Eventually,these two strategies of the development process should be supported and promoted to be

applied at other centers under Mueang Mukdahan Municipality.
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
