Development of Drill and Practice package on Sakon Nakhon Attractions

to Improve English Speaking and Reading
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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this researchiwere: 1) to develop a drill and practice package on Sakon Nakhon
attractions for English speaking and reading improvement to meet the efficiency of 75/75;
2) to examine English speaking and reading proficiency of students after the intervention; and
3) to investigate the students’ satisfaction toward learning through the developed package. The samples
were 30 of the fourth year students majoring in English enrolling in the English for Tourism Course at
Sakon Nakhon Rajabhat University. The research instruments comprised six lesson plans, a speaking
and reading proficiency test, and a satisfaction assessment form. The statistics for data collection were
means, standard deviation and t-test for Dependent Samples. The findings were as follows: 1) The drill

and practice package for speaking and reading improvement on Sakon Nakhon attractions had the
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efficiency of 77.07/75.33, which was higher than the set criteria of 75/75; 2) The post-intervention mean

scores of the students’ speaking and reading proficiency were higher than those of pre-intervention

phase at a statistical significance level of 0.01; and 3) The students’ satisfaction toward learning

through the developed package was at a high level (y = 4.38).
