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ABSTRACT

The Purposes of this research were: 1) to develop the instructional activities for enhancing the
ability in English reading comprehension by using the laughter activities and KWL-Plus learning method
for Prathom Suksa 5 students; 2) to compare English reading comprehension achievement for Prathom
Suksa 5 students before and after learning through the laughter: activities and. KWL-Plus learning
method; 3) to study students’ attitudes toward the instructional.activities for.enhancing the ability in
English reading comprehension by using. the laughter activities and KWL-Plus learning method for
Prathom Suksa 5 students. The subjects were 32 Prathom Suksa 5°students of Banknownkhaownayoong
School in the first semester of academic year 2011, They were-chosen by Cluster Random Sampling.
The instruments were an English reading comprehension test and the attitude questionnaire towards
the instructional activities for enhancing“the ability in English reading comprehension by using the
laughter activities and KWL-Plus learning method.

The design of this study was One Group “Pretest-Posttest Design. The data were statistically
analyzed by mean scores (), percentage, standard deviation (S.D.) and the t-test for dependent
samples.

The result of this study were as follows:

1. The effectiveness of the instructional activities for enhancing the ability in English reading
comprehension by using the laughter activities and KWL-Plus learning method for Prathom Suksa 5
students was higher than the set criterion of 75/75 at 80.97/78.50.

2. The dbility in English reading comprehension by using the laughter Activities and KWL-Plus
learning method achievement posttest of the students was significantly higher than pretest at the .01
level.

3. The student’s attitude toward the instructional activities for enhancing the ability in English
reading comprehension by using the laughter activities and KWL-Plus learning method for Prathom

Suksa 5 students was averaged at 4.51. It was at very good level.
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
