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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were: 1) to develop the school curriculum of the musical substance
group entitled “Ponglang (Xylophone) — the Folk Musical Instrument” for Mathayom Suksa 1, of
Mathayom Wanon Niwat School, Wanon Niwat District, Sakon Nakhon Province, 2) to evaluate the
developed school curriculum on the basis of the efficiency criteria of 80/80, 3) to compare the students’
achievements gained before and after they had learnt through the school curriculum entitled “Ponglang
(Xylophone) — the Folk Musical Instrument”, 4) to investigate the students’ attitude toward the learning
through the school curriculum entitled “Ponglang (Xylophone) — the Folk Musical Instrument”.

Purposively selected, the subjects used in this study consisted of 37 Mathayom Suksa 1 students
of classroom 1/3 who enrolled in the second semester of 2010 academic year at Mathayom Wanon
Niwat School, Sakon Nakhon Province. The instruments used were the questionnaire to survey the
demands for the production of the school; 10 learning plans for the-school curriculum entitled “Ponglang
(Xylophone) — the Folk Musical Instrument”; 30 item — achievement test; and the questionnaire to
measure to measure the students’ attitude’ learning through the school curriculum. One Group Pretest—
Posttest Design was adopted in this study. The statistics used for data analysis were t-test (Dependent
Samples) and mean.

The study found the following results:

1. The evaluation of the developed school curriculum entitled “Ponglang (Xylophone) — the Folk
Musical Instrument”, together with its handbook, had its suitability at the high level.

2. The efficiency of the school“curriculum entitled “Ponglang (Xylophone) — the Folk Musical
Instrument” was 83.38/81.71 which was higher than the set criteria of 80/80.

3. A aofter the students had learnt through the school curriculum entitled “Ponglang
(Xylophone) — the Folk Musical Instrument”, their achievement was statistically higher than that of
before at .01 level of significance.

4. After the students had learnt through the school curriculum entitled “Ponglang
(Xylophone) — the Folk Musical Instrument”, their positive attitude toward learning was at the good

level (y = 4.46).
