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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to develop the Learning Packages on the Materials
Music Pratise for the Third Levels Students Participation in Folk Music Group (Pong-Long) with effectiveness
set at 80/80, 2) to compare the knowledge and understanding on materials music in Folk music
(Pong-Lang) of the students before and after using this packages and 3) to study of materials music
practise in Pong-Long befor and after using this packages. The subjects were 20 of the third levels
students participation in folk music group (Pong-Long) of Thatphanom School in the second semester of
academic year 2010. They were selected by using purposive sampling. The design of this study was
One Group Pretest-Posttest Design. The data were analyzed by using dependent samples t-test.

The results of this study were as follows:

1. The Learning Packages on the Materials Music Pratise for the Third Levels students
participation in Folk Music Group (Pong-Long) obtained the efficiency of 83/85 which was higher than
the criterion of 80/80.

2. The posttest average scores of the knowledge and understanding on-materials music in
Folk music (Pong-Long) were higher than those of their pretest.at the .01 level-of significance.

3. The posttest average scores of materials music practise in Pong-Long were higher than

those of their pretest at the .01 level of significance.
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
