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Effect of Oparational Reading Process on Prathom Suksa 5 Students’
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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to compare Prathom Suksa 5 students’ reading comprehensions
gained before and after they had learnt through the operational reading process based on the established
criteria of 80 percent, 2) to compare Prathom Suksa 5 students” attitudes gained before and after they
had learnt through the oparational reading process. The subjects consisted of 25 Prathom Suksa 5
students enrolling in the first semester of 2009 academic year at Anuban Charoensin School under the
Office of Sakon Nakhon Educational Service Area 3. One group pretest posttest design was adopted for
this study. The instruments used included 20 lesson plans which were constructed according to the
Oparational reading process, a 40-item test used to measure students’ reading comprehension of Thai
Language and a 20-item questionnaire used to measure the students’ attitudes toward reading Thai
Language. The statistics employed for analyzing the data were mean, percentage, standard deviation
and t-test (Dependent Samples)

The study revealed the following results:

1. After the students had leamnt through the oparational reading process, their comprehension
of reading Thai was statistically higher than that of before at .01 level of significance.
2. After the Students had learnt through the oparational reading process, their Attitude toward

reading Thai was statistically higher than that of before at .01 level of significance.
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
