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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were (1) to develop and find efficiency of a morality training
camp activity package based on the sufficiency economy philosophy by the judged 80/80 criterion
for students in the second span of grades at Phon Ngam Khok Withayakhan School under the
Office of Sakon Nakhon Educational Service Area 1, (2) to compare learning achievements of
knowledge and understanding in morality principle among students in the second span of grades
at Phon Ngam Khok Withayakhan School before and after their participation in morality training
camp activity based on the sufficiency economy" philosophy. (3) to compare their learning
achievements of making-a-living skill among-them before and after their participation in the
activity, and (4) to examine students’ satisfaction with participation in-the morality training camp
activity based on the sufficiency economy-philosophy.

The sample of this study was a group of-30 students of the 2nd span of grades at Phon
Ngam Khok Withayakhan School purposively selected in the 'second semester of academic year
2009. This study was a quasi-experimental design of one-group pre-test post-test. The instruments
used were (1) a package of morality ‘training camp activity based on the sufficiency economy
philosophy, (2) a test of learning achievement on knowledge and understanding in morality
principle, (3) a test of learning achievement on skill of making a living based on the sufficiency
economy, and (4) a questionnaire of satisfaction with participation in morality training camp
activity based on the sufficiency economy. Statistics used to analyze the data were percentage,
mean, standard deviation, and t-test of dependent samples.

Results of study showed the following:

1. The efficiency of morality training camp activity package based on the sufficiency
economy philosophy was 89.56,/83.77 which was higher than the judged 80/80 criterion.

2. The learning achievement of students concerning knowledge and understanding in
morality principle based on the sufficiency economy philosophy after the treatment was higher
than that before the treatment significantly at the .01 level.

3. The learning achievement of students concerning skill of making a living through
morality principle after the treatment was higher than that before the treatment at the .01 level of
significance.

4. Students’ satisfaction with their participation in morality training camp activity
based on the sufficiency economy was at the highest level.
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
