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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were : 1) to developed the school curriculum entitled “Phra
Thatphanom” for Mathayom suksa 2 at Ummaoprachasant School under the Office of Nakhon
Phanom Educational Service Area 1, 2) to investigate the efficiency of the developed school
curriculum entitled “Phra Thatphanom” for Mathayom Suksa 2 at Ummaoprachasant School,
under the Office of Nakhon Phanom Educational Service Area 1, to meet the set criterion of
80/80, 3) to compare the achievement between the pre-learning and post-learning of developed
school curriculum entitled “Phra Thatphanom” for Mathayom Suksa 2 at Ummaoprachasant
School under the Office of Nakhon Phanom Educational Service Area 1, and 4) to investigate the
attitude towards learning of the developed school curriculum entitled “Phra Thatphanom” for
Mathayom Suksa 2 at Ummaoprachasant School under the Office of Nakhon Phanom Educational
Service Area 1. The samples consisted of 35 Mathayom Suksa 2 students of the 2010 academic
year from Ummaoprachasant school, Ampur Thatphanom, Nakhon Phanom province. They were
selected by the purposive random technique. The instruments used in the study were a test, and
a questionnaire on learning attitudes by using a developed school curriculum. The data were
analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation and dependent samples t-test.
The study showed the following results:

1. The developed school curriculum entitled “Phra Thatphanom” for Mathayom Suksa 2
at Ummaoprachasant School under the Office of Nakhon Phanom Educational Service Area 1 was
83.33/86.52 which was higher than the set criterion of 80/80.

2. The posttest average score of students learning through the developed school
curriculum entitled “Phra Thatphanom” was higher than those of their pre-test at the .01 level of
significance.

3. The students’ attitudes ‘learning through the developed school curriculum entitled

“Phra Thatphanom” were at the high level.
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
